Clean up horse droppings before leaving after visit

Portion out diets that are not standard barn ingredients

existing rates and availability.

All new horses must be up-to-date with shots and worming and will be quarantined for
two weeks from arrival date.

v Digestive portions of hay provided in all stalls for stall board customers
v Hay provided in all pastures 24/7

v Run-ins provided and cleaned once a week

v Fly spray, bell boots and blankets as needed

v" Fans turned on in summer when horses are in stall

v One tack space provided for each horse boarded

v Water tubs filled daily and scrubbed weekly

v Turnout schedule as directed by owner

v Mineral salt blocks in each stall

v Mineral salt blocks in pastures

v Owner provided supplement added to feed at no charge
